1Timothy 6:12: “Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, to 
which you were also called and have confessed the good confession 
in the presence of many witnesses.”  
Philippians 1:27: “Let your conduct be worthy of the gospel of Christ.”  
Jude 3: “Contend earnestly for the faith which was once for all 
delivered to the saints.”  
2Timothy 2:15: “Be diligent to present yourself approved to God, a 
worker who does not need to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of 
truth.”  
Romans 12:2: “Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed 
by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good 
and acceptable and perfect will of God.”  
2Timothy 4:5: “You should keep a clear mind in every situation. Don’t 
be afraid of suffering for the Lord. Work at telling others the Good 
News, and fully carry out the ministry God has given you.”  
Ephesians 6:10: “Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of 
his might.”

Ephesians 6:12: “For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but 
against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the 
darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the 
heavenly places.”  
Matthew 24:11-13: “Many false prophets will rise up and deceive 
many. And because lawlessness will abound, the love of many will 
grow cold. But he who endures to the end shall be saved.”  
Hebrews 3:14: “For we have become partakers of Christ if we hold the 
beginning of our confidence steadfast to the end.”  
Therefore:  
James 1:2-3: “Count it all joy when you fall into various trials, knowing 
that the testing of your faith produces patience.”  
Romans 5:3-4: “Not only that, but we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing 
that suffering produces endurance, and endurance produces 
character, and character produces hope.”  
Finally:  
James 1:12: “Blessed is the man who endures temptation; for when 
he has been approved, he will receive the crown of life which the Lord 
has promised to those who love Him.”  
Am I steadfast to stand firm with Christ in rejecting the world’s 
temptations?

Hebrews 12:1-2: “Let us also lay aside every weight, and sin which 
clings so closely, and let us run with endurance the race that is set 
before us, looking to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of our faith, who 
for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the 
shame, and is seated at the right hand of the throne of God.”  
2Timothy 2:15: “Be diligent to present yourself approved to God, a 
worker who does not need to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of 
truth.”  
1Corinthians 15:58: “Be steadfast, immovable, always abounding in 
the work of the Lord, knowing that in the Lord your labor is not in vain.”

On arriving there, they went to the Jewish 
synagogue. Now the Berean Jews were of more noble character than 
those in Thessalonica, for they received the message with great 
eagerness and examined the Scriptures every day to see if what Paul 
said was true.”

John 14:26: “The Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in 
My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance 
all things that I said to you.”

Jeremiah 17:7-8: “Blessed is the man who trusts in the LORD, whose 
trust is the LORD. He is like a tree planted by water, that sends out its 
roots by the stream, and does not fear when heat comes, for its leaves 
remain green, and is not anxious in the year of drought, for it does not 
cease to bear fruit.”  
Philippians 3:8: “What is more, I consider everything a loss because of 
the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose 
sake I have lost all things. I consider them garbage, that I may gain 
Christ.”

1Peter 1:7: “That the genuineness of your faith, being much more 
precious than gold that perishes, though it is tested by fire, may be 
found to praise, honor, and glory at the revelation of Jesus Christ.”
